The Pocket Quilt 
 
Directions for a finished 6" square "Pocket Quilt" which will be sent to our service members, as a demonstration of our pride and love,  as a physical reminder of our prayers for their well-being.
Start with 6 1/2 " squares of fabric: one patriotic-print and a red, white, or blue solid-color flannel.  

On the right side of the flannel square attach the label using a glue stick, then to make it permanent, sew on the label with a zig zag stitch.  The labels we had made are embroidered, "Made with Tender Loving Care by Franconia United Methodist Women".
Sew the pocket quilt front and back together with right sides together; turn right-side out, hand-stitch the opening shut, and press.   

Thread five ties through the pocket quilt, one in the center and one (inset about an inch) in each corner;  use embroidery floss or heavy crochet cotton for the ties.  (see diagram below) 

 

Do not use batting; it will be too bulky for their pockets.  
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Bring the squares to worship on Sunday, pass around in your Bible study, Sunday School Class, or any other occasion when/where a prayer is said in support of our service members.  Tie a knot on top of knots at each of the five string-ties until we can't tie any more.  We'll pass the squares around so that different people pray on each square.  
Each pocket quilt is finished when as many prayers as possible are tied into place!  When a square is finished, our minister will bless it, and the FUMW will send it to a service member with a cover letter telling them about the pocket quilt they're receiving from all those who have prayerfully participated in this mission project.
